Spotlight on Slipware
York Art Gallery
1%' September, 2007 — 1°' March, 2008

This display of historic and contemporary slipware - decorated
earthenware pottery - is the result of a new initiative between
York Museums Trust and Manchester Metropolitan University.

Slip is a mixture of water and clay which is used by potters to
decorate earthenware in a wide range of methods, including
piping it on like icing, combing through wet slip to give a

feathered pattern or simply painting it on.

Slipware is England's oldest type of pottery and is a tradition that has thrived since the
middle ages and contemporary potters are still interested in exploring slipware techniques
The display shows historic slipware from the gallery’s collection, including a piece by
Thomas Toft and other pieces from Yorkshire potteries, alongside work by two
contemporary potters, Mike Eden, based in Cumbria, and Paul Young, from Leicestershire.
